Parents  

Parents will be able to support the learning goals of their child, by modeling and reading books aloud with their 
child. It is important to check their childôs backpack daily for Take Home Folders. Parents can help  by having 
their child identify letters and sounds. They can help students write letters and numbers using various types of 
materials (ex. sand, shaving cream, pudding). Students can use letters for word blending of short vowel words 
such as cat, wet and cup. Cut out pictures or objects and put them in a paper bag then pull one out and have 
your child tell you the object and the beginning sound.    
 
Have your child count up to twenty objects over several weeks progress to 100 objects over time. Children 
should begin to recognize, identify, read and write numerals and match them to given sets of objects. They 
should practice writing numbers 0-20 with shaving cream or other media.  

Students  

Students will be able to support the learning goals by taking home daily Take Home Folders and completing 
weekly homework with their parent. Practicing counting objects and identifying letters, letter sounds and 

numbers.   

 

Reading and Wri t ing  

In the kindergarten classroom, reading and writ-

ing instruction will focus on the following areas: 

1) asking and answering questions about a sto-
ry, retell the beginning, middle and end, identify 

the characters, setting and events. 

2) producing rhyming words  

3) identify and name all capital and lowercase 

letters of the alphabet. 

4) writing sentences using a capital letter at the 
beginning, putting spaces between the words 

and a punctuation mark at the end.  

5) introducing common sight words.  

 

Math  

In the kindergarten classroom, math instruc-

tion will focus on the following areas: 

1) knowing number names from 0 to 20. 

2) be able to count out 20 items. 

3) learning to count in sequence to 100. 

4) making patterns with objects. 

5) identifying and describing shapes by com-

mon attributes.  

6) fluently add and subtract to 5.
